Quick Guide to MeteoCAL Setup

1. Install Java Runtime Environment

Versions 1.3.1_07, 1.4.2_05 and 1.4.1 work with Meteocal tools. Other versions do not

2. Copy the Meteocal tools (the msg directory on the CD) to your hard drive (or network drive if you wish)

3. Assuming the MSG directory and its contents were copied to C:\ you need to edit C:\msgcal\tools\intramediate\resources\intramediate.xml to point to the Project Root. See below:

If you wish to use Unired to edit and process files:

4. Install Unired

5. From the Unired Options menu choose Compile\*.ini

6. Open the xml.ini and edit it to read:

cmd=java -classpath C:\msgcal\tools\intramediate\lib\intramediate.jar;C:\msgcal\tools\intramediate\lib\xalan.jar;C:\msgcal\tools\intramediate\lib\jdom.jar;C:\msgcal\tools\intramediate\lib\xml-apis.jar;C:\msgcal\tools\intramediate\lib\xercesImpl.jar;C:\msgcal\tools\intramediate\resources com.intrallect.intramediate.Intramediate www %file%

show=1

home=C:\msgcal\tools\intramediate\bin
